consists of a wide range of general studies from communications skills, humanities, diversity and
global awareness, social science, natural science and math, Bible and religion. These courses serve
as fulfilling most of the general studies requirements of any four-year degree. Students have the

opportunity to individualize their education in order to achieve a balance between developing their

known interest and exploring new subject areas. This AA includes the opportunity to learn via a
series of supervised practicums, if desired.
